Each excursion has been designed and
developed between Aranui and the local islanders to show off the highlights of each destination.

Nuku Hiva
A 4x4 excursion from town to the Cathedral Notre Dame, known for its stonework and wood
sculptures; the Tohua Kamuihei in Hatieu, and archeological site; the valley of Taipivai, where a
traditional Marquesan lunch will be served. Stops at scenic viewpoints on the return, with free time in
the town of Taiohae in the afternoon.

Ua Pou
Following a morning hike to a hill overlooking the bay and surrounding valleys for breathtaking views,
walk into the village to sample local fruits and visit the arts and crafts center. Locals will perform the
island’s Bird Dance before a Marquesan lunch at a local restaurant.

Ua Huka
A 4x4 excursion from Vaipaee to the villages of Hokatu and Hane, with stops at the botanical garden,
three museums featuring replicas of Marquesan artifacts, ancient maritime objects and petroglyphs,
woodcarvers’ studios, followed by a traditional local lunch.

Hiva Oa
In the main village of Atuona, visit the Calvary cemetery where French artist Paul Gauguin is buried,
the Gauguin and Jacques Brel museums and an arts and crafts center.

Tahuata
Visit the Catholic Church built by the Vatican and decorated with beautiful carvings and a stained-
glass window with the Marquesan cross, and an arts and crafts center featuring some of the finest
bone carvings, for which the island is known.

Fatu Hiva
Visit the village of Omoa in the morning to see demonstrations of tapa, a cloth from the bark of
various trees, and the kumuhei, a floral bouquet unique to this island and worn by women to perfume
their hair. A 16km hike to the village of Hanavave is offered to active guests. For those who do not
wish to partake, the ship will reposition to Hanavave, where non-hiking guests can disembark for a
visit and a demonstration of coconut oil fabrication.
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Bora Bora
Upon arriving in Bora Bora's stunning lagoon, you'll be greeted by the majestic Mount Otemanu, the
island's highest peak. This paradise offers the option to relax on the beach and enjoy a barbecue on
the private Motu Tapu surrounded by clear waters.

Fakarava
Passengers will have time to discover its small village, the church built out of coral, the local crafts
and a demonstration of the many uses of the coconut. Enjoy a day of relaxation, sun and beach,
swimming or snorkeling among colorful tropical fish.

Rangiroa
Enjoy Rangiroa's white sand beach and translucent lagoon. The "mamas" stands will have an
excellent display of shell necklaces and other small souvenirs. After lunch on board, you will enjoy
your afternoon at the public beach.

Makatea
Visit the remains of Makatea's past and the phosphate exploitation or the sacred caves of Makatea
with clear water. You will enjoy a picnic under the cliffs or on the beach.
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At each island stopover an excursion is included as part of the cruise fare and per our daily itinerary. Each
activities has been designed and developed between Aranui and the local islanders to show off the
highlights of each destination including archeological sites, villages, botanical gardens and arts and crafts
centers.

Rurutu
Rurutu is renowned in Polynesia for its high-quality basketry, including hats, bags, and rugs made
from pandanus leaves and natural materials. Upon arriving at Rurutu via the Aranui, passengers are
greeted with local songs and have free time to explore the tranquil village of Moerai. The second day
offers a tour of the island's scenic wonders, including cliffs, caves, lush jungles, sandy beaches, and
a traditional meal, with the opportunity to witness humpback whales (September-November) as an
optional activity.

Rimatara
Visitors can explore the main villages, including Amaru, Anapoto, and Motuaura, where the cemetery
holds the lineage of past kings and queens. A barbecue on Motuaura's beach is followed by
opportunities for snorkeling, bird-watching for the colorful Kuhl's Lori, and optional activities like bike
and kayak rentals.

Tubuai
Tubuai, the most populous island in the Austral Islands, welcomes passengers at Bloody Bay's
landing stage with local music and wreaths. Visitors can observe art and craft demonstrations,
including pandanus leaf weaving and shell necklace making. The day's activities include a truck tour
of cultural sites followed by lunch on board and opportunities for snorkeling, with certified diving
available as an optional activity.

Rapa
Rapa, the most remote of the Austral Islands, boasts a unique crescent-shaped coastline with
numerous deep bays and a temperate climate. Despite the absence of coral or coconut trees, the
island is abundant in non-tropical fruits and vegetables like apples, peaches, and nectarines. Upon
disembarking at Ahurei dock, passengers are greeted with flower wreaths and traditional Rapa
music, followed by a visit to the cultural center to witness local handicrafts and enjoy a traditional
meal. Optional activities include a hike to Fort Morango Uta and a Polynesian evening with a plancha
buffet, location depending on weather conditions.

Raivavae
Raivavae, often described as the "Bora Bora of the past," is known for having the most beautiful
lagoon in Tahiti and its islands. Passengers disembark at Mahanatoa beach, where they are greeted
with flower wreaths and local music. A tour of the island includes visits to the "Smiling Tiki" and
marae sites, along with a typical Raivavae buffet on the beach. Optional activities include exploring
motu Vaiamanu, known as the "motu swimming pool," a coral garden, and hiking to Mount Hiro.

Bora Bora
Upon arriving in Bora Bora's stunning lagoon, you'll be greeted by the majestic Mount Otemanu, the
island's highest peak. This paradise offers the option to relax on the beach and enjoy a barbecue on
the private Motu Tapu surrounded by clear waters. Additionally, you can partake in various optional
excursions, including scuba diving, lagoon tours by boat or motorized canoe, and swimming with
sharks and rays.
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Raiatea
You will visit a luxurious Botanical Garden and the archeological site Taputapuatea, a 1 000 year-old
large marae complex, or open air temple, and now a UNESCO World Heritage Site, which is
regarded as the religious and spiritual center of all of Eastern Polynesia.
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At each island stopover an excursion is included as part of the cruise fare and per our daily itinerary. Each
activity has been designed and developed between Aranui and the local islanders to show off the
highlights of each destination including picnic on the beach, dance show.

Makatea
Surrounded by sheer cliffs rising nearly 240 feet above sea level, Makatea is the only atoll in the
Tuamotu Islands with potable water, which comes from its underground caves. Once a prosperous
atoll due to the exploitation of phosphates from 1917 until 1964, it has become almost completely
deserted, with only a few families left. Today, the inhabitants live from copra cultivation, fishing and
the trade of the coconut crab, the "Kaveu".Aranui offers the opportunity to visit the remains of
Makatea's past and its phosphate mining.
Passengers will disembark by tender at the Temao wharf and begin the journey across the island on
foot or by car. Visit the sacred caves of Makatea and picnic under the cliffs or on the beach.

Mataiva
Mataiva has everything to dazzle travelers. Its unique lagoon and white sand beaches make it one of
the most sumptuous atolls in French Polynesia. Mataiva, which is easily accessible from Tahiti, has
preserved its authenticity and tranquility. Here, there is little tourism, and the inhabitants are
welcoming, kind and warm.
Passengers will disembark by tender at the Pahua wharf and will be greeted by a performance of
"Orero". The village is a 5-minute walk from the dock, and you can visit it at your own leisure.
Optional excursions will be offered such as the visit of the "Turtle Rock", the "Paure" marae, the
phosphate pond, the bird motu and the "pito" of Mataiva (sign-up at the reception). 4x4 vehicles will
take you to a private beach for a picnic and to enjoy the lagoon.

Anaa
Anaa, the birthplace of Tahiti's royal family, the Pomare dynasty, has entered the history books.
Today, Anaa is best known for its sparkling green jade lagoon and the picturesque white sand motus
surrounding it. Most of the population is engaged in copra oil production or fishing, which has led to
the development of the island's sustainable fishing program. Look out for the "feo", the gigantic,
fossilized coral blocks that are characteristic of the atoll.
Passengers will disembark by tender at the Tukuhora pier. By bus or on foot, they will be able to visit
the village and its specificities. The shallow, translucent lagoon is ideal for fly fishing, an activity
offered at Anaa. A picnic lunch is offered on the beach in Tukuhora village. Optional activities:
discovery and swimming at the pito "Ogoogo".

Tahiti (Tautira)
Tautira means "the mast of a double hull canoe laid on the ground". Commune located on the
isthmus of the island of Tahiti. It is part of the Commune of East Taiarapu, which includes Tautira,
Faaone, Afaahiti (Taravao) and Pueu. It was for a long time one of the most important districts of
Tahiti with Vehiatua as its chief, who proclaimed the independence of East Taiarapu in 1768 and
who led his commune to gain supremacy over the whole island in 1773.
Passengers will disembark by tender at the Vereiti site where the band Pepena will perform for a
local atmosphere. They will be able to snorkel at the beach, visit a taro factory located at a 5-minute
walking distance and enjoy going to the river. Departure of the excursions to the "Te Pari" at the
Vereiti pontoon (sign-up at the reception). The "maa Tahiti" will be served following the return of the
excursions.
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Various optional excursions & activities are offered depending on the selected itinerary, including:

Diving in French Polynesia
Some of the best diving in the world can be found here. The three different topographies offer a
different experience each time, with diving available on six islands: Fakarava, Rangiroa, Hiva Oa,
Tubuai and Bora Bora.

Private guided tours in Ua Pou or Fatu Hiva
In Ua Pou, guests will have the opportunity to explore in greater depth either the eastern or western
coasts of the island on a half day 4x4 tour. As there are fewer available vehicles on this small island,
space is limited. In Fatu Hiva, for those who do not wish to make the 16km hike between the villages
of Omoa and Hanavave, there is a three hour crossing by 4x4 as an option. Discover some of the
most spectacular scenery in the Marquesas, including a view from above of the Bay of Virgins.

Glass bottom boat in Rangiroa
Those who don’t dive or snorkel can enjoy the extraordinary underwater world of Rangiroa’s blue
lagoon on a glass bottom boat tour. Discover the colourful coral and tropical fish that call the atoll
home with the chance of a cameo from a shark or ray.

Bike & E-bike rental
Explore the islands at your own pace on a bicycle in Fakarava.

Discovery voyages: These special voyages also include optional excursions at each stopover.

Once in the islands, it
offers the perfect spot to watch the well-choreographed cargo activities. Through floor-to-ceiling picture
windows, guests can observe our Polynesian sailors perform Aranui 5’s primary purpose: the delivery of
supplies to the small towns and villages of the Marquesas.

Lounge
Our spacious lounge hosts our guest lecturers, providing educational talks on various aspects of French
Polynesia with a focus on the Marquesas, from its history and culture, to archeology or the navigational
prowess of its people. It is a great place to curl up with a book or check emails. Demonstrations, such as
the many ways to tie a pareo, are also held here. Coffee and tea stations can be found at the back of the
lounge 24 hours a day.

Boutique
The boutique, across from the Reception desk, offers a variety of supplies, sundries, clothing and local
souvenirs. Internet access, which is satellite based and requires a log-in code, can be purchased here.
The ship provides a laundromat on Deck 2, and the coins to operate this, as well as washing powder,
are available at the boutique.

Spa
The Aranui Spa offers a variety of treatments by our fully trained wellness and massage therapist.
Pamper yourself with a facial, body scrub or massage using the traditional oils of French Polynesia.
Treat yourself to a manicure or a relaxing foot massage — perfect after a day exploring the islands.

Tattoo studio
In keeping with the cultural theme of our cruises, a licensed Marquesan tattoo artist is available onboard
by appointment. He can help guests design a personalised tattoo using traditional Marquesan symbols
to represent their story. Tattooing is done in a clean and sterile environment, using modern equipment.
